* Fuse replacement

The flash and mesdeling light are protected by a single Power Fuse, located in a compartment just below the power
cord socket. To replace the Power Fuse, first remove the power cord from the power cond socket {or remove the
JEATMN Cable if operting in DC mode). Then use a small screwdriver to pry open the fuse compartment. There is a
small slot at the top of the compartment. Insert the screwdriver and gently twist. The fuse hobder will pop out. The
fuse holder has two fuses. The inservice fuse is the one that is very loosely hebd in the holder: The spane fuse is the
one fully enclosed in the rectangular compartment closest o the fuse holder's outside face. Remove the spare fuse
from the holder by pushing o it with the tip of a pencil or ball podnt pen. If vou wish to put another spare fuse in the
spare fuse compartment, use only an 8 amp 125 volt, GMA type miniature fast-acting fuse. Reinstall the reloaded fuse
hobder into the Unid00n, making certain to orient the fuse holder with the tab fBcing opward (12 o’clck position).
IMPORTANT! If you replace a fuse and it immediately blows again, or If vou replace a fuse and your Uni400jm ssill
does not operate, please have your fash serviced at an authorized Dyna-Lite service center

* Modeling lamp replacement

Ouartz halogen lamps operate at very high temperanires, When replacing the modeling lamp, first be sure (o allow an
adequate kength of time for cool-down if you have been using vour flash. To remove the obd lamp, push the lamp
inwand and twist counter clockwise. Replace with Dyna-Lite part 20513, The replacement lamp must be mated at 100
watts at 120 volis AC. When installing a new modeling lamip, use the lamp wrapper to hold the lamp for installation.
Align the pins om the side of e lump with the slots mthe socket, Press inward and twist 1754 turm clockwise. Do ot
force.
